Assignment Title: Consulting firm for managing Grants to finance the necessary equipment and tools for young people who attended Vocational and Education Training (VET) under the KYDP 2, and other young people in Kosovo (age 18-35)

The Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sports/Department of Youth has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the  Second Kosovo Youth Development Project, being implemented by the Project Implementation Unit, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services. 
Kosovo Youth Development Project (KYDP 2) offers capacity building and skills development training to youth.  A fund to provide grants for purchasing necessary equipment and tools is available to help beneficiary youth find employment.  KYDP 2 is now looking a qualified firm to administer such fund.

The objective of the assignment is to administer a fund that will provide equipment and tool grants to around 60 young VET beneficiaries under the KYDP 2, throughout Kosovo regions. 

Specifically the implementing organization will be responsible for the following tasks:
· Promote grant providing to the targeted youth

· Planning, coordination and monitoring of grant activities and management, 

· In collaboration with PIU, propose and finalize selection criteria for grantees as well as an objective, transparent and efficient selection process.  

· Ensure the beneficiaries are ready to make good use of the grant being provided.

· Undertake periodic field monitoring and participate in other monitoring exercises as may be required by the PIU. 

The approximate duration of assignment will be around 5 months, during which a minimum of 60 youth will receive grants as per requirements specified in this TOR and other contracting procedures. The estimated level of efforts for the assignment is 65 working days.

The KYDP 2 Project Implementation Unit – PIU now invites eligible consulting firms(“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. 
Minimum qualification criteria: 

· Be legally registered
· Have at least three years successful experience in similar assignments;

· Have unqualified audits for the last two years.

Interested Consultants should provide the following information and documents demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services:
a) Documentary evidence of registration.
b) List of projects implemented in the last three years (2009, 2010, 2011) along with contracts or references from the similar assignments.

c) List of staff and evidences of work experience with data on contribution paid to tax administration.

d) Financial statement audited by a Licensed Auditor 

e) References from previous assignments
